Approving content /courses for CE credit
The CompTIA Continuing Education Program is in place to ensure individuals are maintaining their CompTIA certification to the latest objectives.  All activities must tie back to the exam objectives to which they are fulfilling a CE requirement.  As such, CompTIA will review a training/content vendor’s courses/materials to verify they meet the expectations of the CE program at each certification level.  The courses are mapped against the latest exam objectives by internal (and at times external) subject matter experts.  If the course/content is deemed to map to the objectives of an exam(s) then it will be considered pre-approved content and thus accepted with no question in our CE program.  
Once the review process is completed, CompTIA documents the course and which exam it is valid for CE credit.  We will not approve any specific number of continuing education unit associated to a course as the program designates, 1 CEU for 1 hour of training (whether it be instructor led or computer based).  The onus is on the individual to determine the number of hours they spent on training.  At this time, we publish the pre-approved courses in a PDF format on our website at http://support.comptia.org/ics/support/default.asp?deptID=15074.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Should a course not currently be included in our library of pre-approved content documents, it can be submitted to our review team.  You can submit a request at ceaudit@comptia.org.  A full course outline with as much detail will need to be included or a link to this information on a website is accepted.  Additionally, if it is classified training and documentation cannot be provided, and then the services will need to determine a way to make this unclassified and available.  No courses will be accepted as pre-approved unless proper documentation can be given to the course content.
